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Since Northrop Grumman works under contract for the Air Force, there are rules, regulations, and critical procedures that need to be followed when doing preventive maintenance. Preventive maintenance must be done on very expensive equipment such as the Compressed Air System, Sensor Converter Group, Auxiliary Instrumentation Group, and many others. The goal of this project was to develop a new approach to maintenance training utilizing visual aids with reference to Technical Orders (T.O.). This training will be used for all new employees for identifying equipment and procedures as an introduction to following preventive maintenance instructions (PMI) on each equipment item. In order to do this, I have created a PowerPoint presentation that includes pictures with detailed step-by-step instructions. This maintenance training program will benefit Northrop Grumman worldwide.
